May I please ask you to earnestly pray for our brother Dr. Joseph's wife?  He received news today that she is experiencing something like a nervous breakdown.  She and the two young children remain in hiding and had to be recently moved again due to their location being discovered by Taliban-sympathizers.  It has been over 3 years now that Dr. Joseph has been separated from his family.  Although he was granted asylum in Greece and applied for family reunification last July, there seems to be an unexplainable stalling of the process.  She is losing hope and going out of her mind.

PLEASE pray for hope to be restored, for the Lord to reveal Himself to her, for their safety, and for reunification and safe travels to Greece SOON!  And please pray as well for Dr. Joseph's peace of mind as you can possibly imagine his worry for his family and his sense of helplessness.

Dr. Joseph asked me to send this request out and to thank everyone for their prayers.
