On the home front, | will continue teaching two subjects in homeschool (Bible and Algebra),
taking Ellie to the physical therapist twice a week, playing taxi driver for our kids, and trying to do
better at serving Vicki however she may need me.

I am NOT "retiring" as some have suggested. | am re-focusing on something NEW, and
asking God to do something NEW here... through someone NEW. Thanks for your continued
prayers for me, the Athens Refugee Ministry Team, and the Leadership Team.

* NEW REPORT OF CHRISTMAS OUTREACHES...Our Christmas Outreaches went well!
Some heard about the Gospel for the first time. Some learned more. Others were drawn deeper
into Him. Many practical gifts were given, as well as New Testaments in the major languages
represented.

* NEW ADVENTURE FOR KENDRA...Kendra and her friend/teammate Becky Sirinides begin
their missions trip on January 16th when they will fly to Austria to serve for about a month at The
Oasis (the ministry to refugees that Vicki and | helped start over 20 years ago). From there, they
will go to Costa Rica, then Elim Bible Camp in Colorado, then the Philippines, then Nairobi,
Kenya. They will return to Athens in August 2008. They have their tickets in hand, and just under
1/3 of what they will need for the entire 7 months of service.
